General Conditions of SmitsDeLange
1.
SmitsDeLange is part of the private limited company T.M.J. Smits B.V. A list of the names of the partners is available on request. 
2.
All clauses in these General Conditions have been stipulated on behalf of SmitsDeLange, its employees and the persons working or the third parties brought in for or on behalf of SmitsDeLange.

3.
All instructions shall be deemed to be instructions accepted and carried out by SmitsDeLange. Sections 7:404 and 7:407 (2) of the Netherlands Civil Code shall not apply.

4.
The instructions given shall be carried out exclusively on behalf of the client. Third parties shall have no rights relating to or over the contents of the work performed.

5.
The liability of SmitsDeLange is limited to the amount that is paid out in the matter concerned under its professional indemnity insurance policy. If no monies are paid out, the liability of SmitsDeLange is limited to the amount of the fees charged for the instructions to which the loss event relates.

6.
The liability specified in Article 5 shall also apply in the event that SmitsDeLange is liable for the faulty functioning of equipment, software, data files, registers or other objects, with no exceptions, which it has used when carrying out the instructions.

7.
SmitsDeLange may bring in third parties for the carrying out of the instructions. Its choice of third parties shall be made with due care and, as far as possible, after consultation with the client. SmitsDeLange shall not be liable for any default or failings of these third parties.

8.
An hourly rate, not including out-of-pocket expenses, shall be agreed for the instructions given to SmitsDeLange. The client accepts that SmitsDeLange may adjust that rate.

9.
SmitsDeLange shall submit a bill each month, and a term of payment of 14 days shall apply. If the nature and/or scale of the work or the situation at the client’s company gives reason to do so, SmitsDeLange shall request a deposit for further work. In the event of non-payment or late payment of a bill(s), regardless of whether said relates to the matter in hand, SmitsDeLange may suspend or terminate the work, without prejudice to the client’s obligation to pay the outstanding bills and the bills still to be sent, to be increased by the statutory interest.

10.
The agreement between SmitsDeLange and the client is governed by Netherlands law. Disputes with respect to the agreement shall be submitted exclusively to the adjudication of the competent court of the Netherlands.
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
